SECTION IIT: Any person or persons violating any of the provisions of this
Ordinance shall, upon summary conviction before a magistrate, be sentenced

to pay a fine of not less than Two and 06/100 ($2.00) Dollars nor more than
Ten and 00/100 ($10.00) Dollars and costs of prosecution, and in default of
the payment thereof shall undergo imprisomment of not more than five (5) days.
