This law will allow municipalities to hit owners of blighted ar
dangerous properties where it can hurt them the most, their as

The law gives municipalities the right to place liens against g
of an owner 6s assets, not | (

The new law will allow municipalities to deny permits or li-
censes to any landlord who has been cited for violations in an
community. They can also be extradited to Pennsylvania if the
live outside the commonwealth.

This gives municipalities an important new weapon to fight
neighborhood blight at the expense of the owners of such prop
ties- not at the expense of the municipality.

Until now, cities and other municipalities have had very limi
means of solving blight problems.

With this law, that can change. All communities need only §
cate themselves on the law and put it to work cleaning up neidl
borhoods with blighted buildings and make the owners, not the
taxpayers, pay the cost.
